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The End-of-Life Clinical Skills program palliative care educational program for students on Med I, Med II and Emergency Medicine with the following learning objectives:
· Understand the management of pain in a terminally ill patient, the pain medications available and their doses and the side effects of these agents.
· Understand the pharmacologic and non-pharmacologic management 

of anxiety, anorexia, dyspnea and constipation in a patient with terminal cancer.
· Comprehend the role of culture and its importance in the experience of and expression of dying.

· Recognize the importance of addressing the spiritual needs of a patient with terminal cancer and understand how to get these needs met.
· Understand and appreciate the roles, contributions and importance of the interdisciplinary team in the care of the dying patient.
· Understand the process of establishing patient centered goals of care, including in the ED setting. 
The Program has 3 Components:

· Computer based interactive clinical cases (3) that students will work through online. An e-mail reminder will be sent to you with instructions and a link.

· Three conferences (mandatory) on Med I, Med II and Emergency Medicine Clerkships:
Med I:
1. Pain Management (med students only) - taught by faculty expert in pain management.  Workshops will be scheduled at the VA, YNHH, & Waterbury you will receive schedules at orientation. 
Med II:
2. Interdisciplinary Palliative Care Workshop (medical, nursing, social work and divinity students) – facilitated by medical, nursing, social work and divinity faculty.  
All students on Med II at YNHH, VA, Waterbury REQUIRED to attend – Last Friday of Clerkship 3:30-5:00 pm, Cohen Auditorium.  Dates will be given out at Med II orientation.

3. Students work through a short online module independently and meet for a discussion conference. Dates and times will be given out at Surgery/ED clerkship.
