Detailed Budget and Justification
Required
Detailed budget and justification in NIH format. The budget justification should explain why the funds are necessary and how they will be used to promote innovative new science and secure applications for extramural funding. A detailed budget justification is required for all cost.  
Allowable costs include items such as personnel, core facilities and supplies. Unallowable costs include capital equipment, computers, other general-purpose equipment and subawards to institutions outside Yale (without prior approval from YCCI administration). If using a core with pre-determined fees for services, indicate the number and type of analyses and the cost per analysis. Generally, these core facilities have personnel costs built into the fees so no personnel costs should be listed.

Paper Size and Margins

· Use paper size no larger than standard letter paper size (8 ½" x 11”).

· Provide at least one-half inch margins (½" ) - top, bottom, left, and right - for all pages. No applicant-supplied information can appear in the margins.

Font (size, color, type density) and Line Spacing

Adherence to font size, type density, line spacing and text color requirements is necessary to ensure readability and fairness. Although font requirements apply to all attachments, they are most important and most heavily scrutinized in attachments with page limits.

Text in your attachments must follow these minimum requirements:

· Font size:  Must be 11 points or larger. Smaller text in figures, graphs, diagrams and charts is acceptable, as long as it is legible when the page is viewed at 100%.

· Some PDF conversion software reduces font size. It is important to confirm that the final PDF document complies with the font requirements.

· Type density:  Must be no more than 15 characters per linear inch (including characters and spaces).

· Line spacing: Must be no more than six lines per vertical inch.

· Text color: No restriction. Though not required, black or other high-contrast text colors are recommended since they print well and are legible to the largest audience.

We recommended the following fonts, although other fonts (both serif and non-serif) are acceptable if they meet the above requirements.

· Arial

· Georgia

· Helvetica

· Palatino Linotype
