Each year, approximately 20 students
enroll in the school’s MD-PhD Program,
one of the original Medical Scientist
Training Programs established and funded
by the NIH. Graduate students in the
combined program in the Biomedical and
Biological Sciences earn a PhD degree
through the Faculty of Arts and Sciences.
